	LEARNING PLAN

 Stage Three – How will we teach?


Lesson 1- What was the First Nation’s lifestyle like prior to treaty signing?
Using an anchor chart introduce the essential question, How has the lifestyle of First Nations people changed prior to and after the signing of treaties?  Let students know that we will come back to our anchor chart daily to add information as the unit progresses.
Discuss the prior knowledge of students using a t-chart labeled First Nations lifestyle before and after the signing of treaty. 

Lesson 2- How is First Nations lifestyle represented in art?
Read the book Hidden Buffalo by Rudy Weibe. Ask students to pay close attention to the Michael Lonechild paintings represented in the book. Discuss the different aspects of lifestyle presented. How did First Nations people meet their needs? How did the nomadic lifestyle meet First Nation’s needs? Add any new findings to the t-chart from lesson 1. 

Lesson 3- Visualizing First Nation’s Lifestyle Prior to treaty signing?
Review through discussion First Nations lifestyle prior to the arrival of the newcomers (living off the land, hunting, gathering, Elders as the teachers, no waste, tipi’s, communal living, every day was work to survive). Students will illustrate a visualization depicting First Nations lifestyle. Ask them to write a short description below their illustration. Afterwards, students can share with a partner or the class what they have done.
Lesson 4- What would it be like today to live like First Nations people used to prior to the signing of Treaty?
Watch APTN’s series (can be found on their website) called Back in the Day. The show is a reality TV show that follows a group of five youth as they embark on a journey of life away from the city to the bush, living off the land like their ancestors did. Ask students to discuss how the youth did in a small group and then respond in writing to the following question, How did the youth do away from city life? Do you think they could survive without help? Would you be able too? Allow time for students to share in pairs or small groups.
Lesson 5- Why was the buffalo essential to First Nations lifestyle? 

Read Depending on the Buffalo pp. 12-13 from the book Nations of the Plains by Bobbie Kalman. Discuss the importance of the buffalo with students. Share with students the illustration What you can make with Bison? pp. 22-23 from the book Native Americans A Visual Exploration by S.N Paleja. Students can work with a partner or in a small group to investigate all of the different ways the buffalo was used by First Nations people. Exit Slip: Why did the First Nations people live a nomadic lifestyle? 
Lesson 6- What were some of the uses of the buffalo by First Nations people?

Students will create a representation of the buffalo and its many uses. Students will start by painting a landscape on paper. Then, using a cutout of a buffalo they can trace the shape on a piece of a brown paper bag. Students will then crumple the buffalo shape and glue it on their landscape. Students can draw as many uses of the buffalo that they can inside the buffalo then color the illustrations to complete.
Lesson 7- How did First Nations lifestyle begin to change?
Read End of a Way of Life pp. 28-29 in the book Nations of the Plains by Bobbie Kolman. Discuss the end of the First Nations people’s way of life and the beginning of a new one. What were some of the changes? What were some of the reasons for the change? How easy or hard would that have been? Ask students to fill in the other side of the t-chart. 
Lesson 8- How did First Nations lifestyle change from past to present?
Compare images of lifestyle before treaty and after. View works of art from First Nations artists Henry Beaudry, Micheal Lonechild, and Allen Sapp, Ask students whether each picture represents life prior to or after the signing of treaty. Have students illustrate a picture using a 2 pane visualization chart of the lifestyle changes from the past to the present based on the First Nations artists work.

Lesson 9- First Nations Lifestyle on Reserve Today
Invite a First Nation guest to share what life is like on a reserve today. Please refer to http://treaty6education.lskysd.ca/seekingknowledge for First Nation’s protocol. As a class, generate a list of interview questions to pose to the guest. Afterwards, lead a discussion comparing life on and off reserve.
